Supplemental Recruitment Initiatives
During the Report Term, Thirteen/WNET New York engaged in the following supplemental recruitment
initiatives:

1. Participation in job fairs by station personnel who have substantial responsibility in the making of
hiring decisions.

a. The Columbia University Graduate School of Journalism's 2008 Job Opportunity Conference on
Saturday, March 29, 2008. Maria Patrick, Supervising Producer of News & Public Affairs Programming
and Nina Chaudry, Supervising Producer of Thirteen's Wide Angle, attended on behalf of Thirteen and
WLIW.

b. International Radio & Television Society (IRTS) Foundation's annual minority career workshop at the
American Management Association Executive Conference Center at 1601 Broadway in New York City
on Tuesday, April 1, 2008. This event provides minority juniors and seniors with the opportunity to meet
with radio and television stations to discuss internship and career opportunities. Attendance is limited;
students are selected through an application process. Our Manager of Employee Recruitment and
Communications, Heidi Weierstall, who is responsible for the coordination and execution of

recruitment efforts, and Keshia Joseph, Internship Coordinator, attended the workshop.

c. The Tisch School of the Arts@NYU Job Fair on Tuesday, April 8, 2008. Heidi Weierstall, Manager
of Employee Recruitment & Communications, and Keshia Joseph, Internship Coordinator, participated
on behalf of Thirteen/WNET and WLIW21. The event provided Tisch graduating seniors, graduate
students and recent alumni from all disciplines the opportunity to learn about job openings at Thirteen
and WLIW.

2. Establishment of an internship program designed to assist members of the community to acquire
skills needed for broadcast employment.

Thirteen/WNET and WLIW maintain a year-round College Internship Program (CIP) consisting of four
sessions which coincide with the winter, spring, summer and fall academic semesters. During each of
the four sessions, there are approximately twenty-five unpaid internship positions available in a variety of
departments. The program is open to undergraduate and graduate students. Priority is given to students
enrolled in a degree program.

The purpose of the program is to provide qualifying students with valuable entry-level employment
experience that is closely related to their academic and/or career goals. This affords them the
opportunity to strengthen and refine a number of primary skills that are critical in today’s highly
competitive job market. In turn, the students complement the Thirteen and WLIW work force with a
fresh perspective and a dependability, which serve to support the effective operation of the stations.

3. Participation in scholarship programs designed to assist students interested in pursuing a career in
broadcasting.

a. The Reginald F. Lewis Endowment For Minority Fellowship Program
Thirteen/WNET New York offers a college student fellowship funded by The Reginald F. Lewis
Foundation for distinguished students who meet the following criteria:



*Are members of a minority group as defined by the EEOC, i.e., African American, Native American,
Hispanic, or Asian American.

*Are at least first semester juniors (completed sophomore year), majoring in broadcast journalism.
*Have completed at least one applied course (production, journalism or writing) in their major.

*Have at least a 2.75 grade point average in Journalism and Mass Media, with at least a 2.5 grade point
average overall.

Students are exposed to such areas as: film/video/CD-ROM production, event planning, corporate
communications, fundraising and marketing. At least four students, chosen annually, serve as
fellows of Thirteen for a period of approximately fifteen weeks (depending on remaining grant budget
-usually allotted from 200-250 hours and spread out from 12-20 hours per week) during spring or fall
semesters. Those who have been determined by their schools to meet the above criteria, will then
undergo the screening process for the available internship positions through which we will evaluate if
there is a match between their skills and Thirteen’s internship needs.

b. The M. J. Harrison/Rutgers University Broadcast Fellowship Program

Thirteen/WNET New York offers a fellowship funded by the Estate of Mortimer J. Harrison to students
from the Rutgers University, New Brunswick, NJ broadcasting program who meet the following criteria:
*Selected by the Rutgers University School of Communication, Information, and Library Studies,
Department of Journalism and Mass Media

*Are at least second semester juniors majoring in broadcast journalism

*Have completed at least 3 applied course (production, journalism or writing), including 2 semesters of
news/broadcast writing

*Have at least a 2.75 grade point average in Journalism and Mass Media, with at least a 2.5 grade point
average overall.

Students are exposed to such areas as: film/video/CD-ROM production, event planning, corporate
communications, fundraising, human resources and marketing. Students, chosen annually, will serve as
fellows of Thirteen for a period of fifteen weeks in the spring or ten weeks in the summer. Those who
have been determined by Rutgers University to meet the above criteria, will then undergo the screening
process for the available internship positions through which we will evaluate if there is a match between
their skills and Thirteen’s internship needs.

c. International Radio and Television Society Foundation - Fellowship

Each year IRTS selects 35 college juniors, seniors or graduate students from across the country to
participate in its Summer Fellowship Program, June 2 - August 1. IRTS provides the students with
transportation to/from NYC, housing at NYU, and an allowance to cover transportation and food. After a
one-week intensive orientation to our industry, Fellows begin their eight week, full time internships,
June 9 - August 1.

IRTS receive approximately 500 applications for this program. Each Fellow is selected through
a very competitive application process, which includes two separate in-depth applications and a
telephone interview.

In addition to being selected for the Fellowship, an intern placed at WNET has the honor of being
named the Gerard "Rod" Coppola Fellow, in memory of WNET's own Transmitter Engineer who lost
his life in the September 11th attack on the World Trade Center.

d. The Jeannette K. Watson Summer Fellowship Program at Thirteen/WNET New York
The Jeannette K. Watson Summer Fellowships, a program of the Thomas J. Watson Foundation, gives
promising and accomplished undergraduates (Sophomores and Juniors) in eight selected New York



City colleges the possibility of on-the-job learning that will:
*Provide opportunities for leadership and personal growth;
*Provide experience and insight on choices for a future vocation;
*Test in practice what is learned in the classroom;

*Assist in thinking about opportunities for graduate education.

Students are nominated by their respective colleges and chosen by a Citywide panel looking for:
*Demonstrated leadership,

*Creativity,

*a capacity to initiate and follow through,

*ability to take direction,

*skills in working groups, and

*a commitment to building a better society.

It is hoped that these internships will provide the sponsoring organization:

*The capacity to undertake a project not otherwise likely or possible;

*New ideas and energy for the work of the sponsor;

*The opportunity to share in the professional development of an outstanding young student;
*Add diversity to their staff from New York City’s neighboring colleges.

The internship should seek to:

*Address a societal problem or an economic need

*Hold promise of measurable impact

*Be reasonably concluded in 8-9 weeks

*Provide a supervisor/mentor from whom students can learn.

Those chosen serve as Watson Fellows at Thirteen for a period of eight to nine weeks during the
summer. The program continues in the academic year with workshops and other gatherings.
